The Scottish Connection -- Tracing Our Presbyterian Roots

     When John Knox, a Scottish preacher attracted to Protestant ideas, sought refuge as a political exile in the Swiss city of Geneva in the  mid-1550s, he met and studied under John Calvin, Geneva's leading religious figure. When Knox returned to Scotland in 1559, he brought with him Calvin's model for a reformed church structure based on four orders of ministry: pastors, teachers, deacons, and presbyters (elders), all chosen at the congregational level. With support from England's Protestant Queen, Elizabeth I, and from noble families and other factions in the Lowlands, Knox was able to establish Calvinism in his native land, where it would become the Mother Church for Presbyterianism in America. Beginning in the late 1600s, Scottish and other settlers founded a few Presbyterian congregations along the Eastern seaboard and subsequently organized the New World's first Presbytery at a meeting of seven ministers in Philadelphia in 1706. Scotland remained the Mother Church (site of the General Assembly) until 1788, when what were then the new republic's four Presbyterian Synods agreed to call their own General Assembly. That meeting took place the following year, just three weeks after George Washington was inaugurated as first U.S. President.
